
 
 
Dear Junior Golf Parent/Guardian: 

The First Tee of San Joaquin (TFTSJ) is excited to announce it is offering college scholarships to 
deserving junior golfers.  Thanks to the generosity of our donors, we are able to offer 
scholarships ranging from $500 - $2,500 to graduating high school seniors. 

The requirements and guidelines for scholarship applications are as follows: 

Eligibility 

1. Must have completed the junior year of high school.  Applicants must have a 2.5 or 
better GPA. 

2. Must enroll at a college or university of his/her choice.  Community colleges and 
vocational schools where Associates Degree is earned are eligible. 

3. Must have outstanding personal character, sportsmanship and leadership qualities. 
4. Must be a current member of the TFTSJ, (or within the past 6 months), for no less than 

four (4) tours.  Does not require tours to be in succession.   
5. Must be a minimum of PAR Certified in the Life Skills Program as of April 1, 2019. 

 

Rules for Application 

1. Complete application and questionnaire.  Attach a recent photo of the junior golfer to 
the application. 
Application must be accompanied by a minimum of two (2) letters total from your high 
school principal, coach, a teacher and/or counselor. 

2. A transcript of applicant’s grades must be included. 
3. All application must be postmarked by April 15, 2019.

Box 77919, Stockton, CA 95267 

 

Selection Process 

1. TFTSJ Scholarship Committee will make the selection of those members deemed most 
worthy of scholarships. 

2. All applicants will be notified when their application has been received by TFTSJ.  
Finalists will be required to attend an interview to be considered for a scholarship. 

3. The Scholarship Committee will announce the recipients two (2) weeks following 
completion of all interviews. 

 



 
 
Due to National College Athletic Association rules, Scholarship winners will not receive cash 
directly.  Scholarship recipients are required to submit in writing the name, address and contact 
person of their college or university to TFTSJ within six (6) months of graduation.  TFTSJ will 
send the funds to be held at the college in the name of the student for future use. 

If funds are not dispersed within one (1) year of high school graduation, scholarship is deemed 
relinquished and dollars of said scholarship to be relinquished to TFTSJ scholarship fund.
